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Figure 3.1d, Conceptual Private Sector Enhancements - Plan View

is plan view depicts private sector improvements that could be required during new development or redevelopment which would improve
the safety, function, and appearance of Esplanade Street or other applicable corridors. As depicted in this view, reorientation of the stalls in
the existing parking lot has improved access management by closing an unneedeed entrance/exit along Gonzalez Street and making it an
exit only onto Esplanade Street. A redeveloped sidewalk combined with public sector crosswalk improvements will help to improve pedes-
trian access and safety. In addition, maintaining the existing pedestrian access walkway through the parking lot will help to assist residents
as they move from parking lot to building entrance. Improved landscape screening (i.e., a bu eryard) could be installed to mitigate the

e ects of the parking lot on the existing residence. Finally, parking lot islands/trees, foundation landscaping, and parking lot screening could
be required to mitigate large expanses of impervious pavement, which would reduce the heat island e ect, improve drainage and in ltration,

and improve the overall appearance of the cooridor.
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
